Learn colour mixing, laying out your palette, surface 
simulation, tone, line, perspective in acrylic or oil 
paint. You’ll learn to let go of your inner critic and 
enjoy the process, working quickly to encourage 
a painterly touch. Subjects will be based on a set 
still life, your photographs and/or the studio interior, 
and are structured to enhance your confidence 
while learning to manipulate materials and to 
“see” again.

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Guided Gallery and Studio tours
Each month, I select up to four of the best exhibitions 
in Metropolitan Sydney (having regard to student 
preferences) and, in a casual and relaxed atmosphere, 
we discuss and analyse the work with the aim 
of increasing knowledge and understanding of 
contemporary art practice and process.
